Please read the important notes below, before submitting your entry.
   Notes: -

· The Club Championships are open to all members.

· The Handicap Competition is open to all members with handicaps set by the competition secretaries.

· Pairs partners are drawn from other entrants (except the mixed invitational). The Men’s Pairs competition will have play by dates for all rounds down to final.
· Traditionally with the Mixed Pairs, men are ‘invited’ to play by a lady member and are therefore entered as a pair. 

· A veteran is anyone aged 60 and over on the 1st May 2022.

· A Novice is any member who has not previously won any Singles club competition before and not received a County Badge.

· The 51-Up Cup is a mixed singles competition and is open to all members.

· Play arrangements for all club competitions.

· All ties must be completed on or before the closing  date  for  each  round  as  stipulated on the competition  draw  sheets. 
· It is the responsibility of the ‘Challenger’ (ie the first named on the draw sheet) to arrange a convenient date to play the match.

· In the event of non-agreement, please contact a Competition Secretary immediately.

· Where a mutually convenient date cannot be arranged, the ‘Challenge Book’ MUST be used and Rule 10 complied with

· (The ‘Challenge Book’ is a sheet in the Club Competition folder, held in the bookcase at the Clubhouse, all competition rules are also held in this folder)

·  Any failure to comply will result in elimination from the event.

· Please DO NOT enter any club competition if you know you will be unable to play on the Club Finals weekend of 17th & 18th September 2022.

· Draw sheets will appear on the club website ( and in the clubhouse should Co-vid restrictions allow).
